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We are still getting complaints about slow play on Tuesday nights.  Please re-read the article 

below to see if you can cut some time off your roun d of golf. 

KEEP THE PACE:  
1. Be quick between you shots but take time over your shot.  

2. Be ready for you shot. When the player before you h as hit, you should be taking your first step in 
your pre-shop routine, (You must already have decid ed on yardage and what club to use and be 
standing behind you ball ready to approach you ball .) 

3. Play honors unless it is evident it will slow the p ace.  If the player away is not ready, the player 
who is ready should hit their shot  

4. When on the green, the player who lies closest to t he hole, removes or tends the pin.  

5. Place all clubs, bags, pull carts, riding carts on the way to the next hole, so when finished put-
ting players never have to walk back towards the te e they played.  

6. Announce immediately weather you will mark your put t or play it into the hole.  That gives the 
next putter a chance to begin their pre-shop routin e or hold.  

7. When the pin is replaced everyone is walking off th e green towards the next hole.  DO NOT stand 
on the green to discuss your scores.  Do all of you r talking and recording of scores as you are walk-
ing to the next hole or on the next tee.  

8. About practice swings, if you MUST take them, do so  before it is you turn.  If you use a practice 
swing within you pre-shot routine, take NO MORE tha n one.  

9. If it is cart path only, take several clubs to you ball.  (What club you think you need and one club 
shorter and one club longer.)  NEVER walk to your b all without a club in your hand.  

All players need to watch everyone’s shot to help s pot and locate errant shots.  A good pace of play 
will help keep you focused and make everyone’s game  enjoyable.
