GLOSSARY OF TERMS 

A Few terms and definitions to help you get through a game 

• Attested:  Score card signed 

• Best Ball: Competition format in which teams record the best score on each hole. 

• Matches: Bets 

• Match Play: Competition format determined by holes rather then strokes. 

• Pro– Am: Tournament format pairing professionals with amateurs. 

• Sandbagger: Golfer who fraudulently maintains a high handicap to gain unfair ad-

vantage  during competition. 

• Scramble: Competition format in which teams shoose the best shot as the ball in 

play. 

• Shot Gun Start: : Teams start on each hole rather then all tee off from first hole. 

• Slope: Refinement to the handicap system, it adjusts handicaps to the difficulty of 

individual courses. 

• Stroke Hole: Hole where stroke is awarded according to handicap. 

• Stroke Play: Competition formatin which total strokes determine the winner.
